Rereading the Easter story in John’s Gospel, I realize that the 
miracle of the resurrection was not immediately apparent to Mary 
when she saw the empty tomb. Easter did not become real for her 
until it became personal—until Jesus said her name. When Christ 
said, “Mary,” it then became real, powerful, authentic and life-
changing. And at that moment Mary was resurrected, too, and she 
received new life! No more weeping and tears of sorrow. Jesus sent 
her running and shouting the good news: “I have seen the Lord! He 
is risen!” 
          On that first Easter morning long ago, the key moment came 
when the Risen Lord called Mary by name. Well, the Risen Lord is 
still speaking, and he is calling your name and mine. He is telling 
us that he has conquered death, and he promises that we too can 
be resurrected with him. He wants to share with each one of us, 
the joy, the encouragement and the forgiveness that come when he 
resurrects us and gives us new life. 
          That’s what he did that first Easter for the other disciples as 
well. He assured them that they were forgiven. Peter had denied 
Jesus three times. All the disciples had forsaken him. Thomas still 
doubted. But Christ came back to forgive them and resurrect them. 
He came back to share with them—and with us—the joy, the 
encouragement and the forgiveness of Easter. 
          May your Easter be blessed with joy. The Lord is risen! He is 
risen indeed!
